Order Approving Revised Storage Tariff

SUBJECT:

DOCKET NO. 2019-393-E - Application of Dominion Energy South Carolina, Incorporated for
Approval of "Storage Tariff" (Technology-Neutral Avoided Cost Rates for Energy and Capacity
for Dispatchable Renewable Generating Facilities)- Staff Presents for Commission
Consideration Dominion Energy South Carolina, Incorporated's Application for Approval

of "Storage Tariff" (Technology-Neutral Avoided Cost Rates for Energy and Capacity for
Dispatchable Renewable Generating Facilities).

COMMISSION ACTION:

On August 3, 2020, Dominion Energy South Carolina, Inc. filed a revised Storage Tariff.
Dominion’s letter was agreed by counsel for the South Carolina Solar Business Alliance and
Ecoplexus, Inc. (“the Solar Intervenors”). By the letter, counsel for Dominion advises that
following significant discussions among Dominion, the South Carolina Solar Business Alliance,
and Ecoplexus, Inc., an agreement on the terms of the Storage Tariff have been reached. The
parties offer that the revised tariff not only fulfills Dominion’s obligation under the settlement
agreement in Docket No. 2019-184-E but also furthers the goals of S.C. Act No. 62 of 2019 by
ensuring that Dominion is effectively able to integrate emerging energy storage resources,
while paying rates to such resources that fairly account for ratepayer benefits.

The Southern Alliance for Clean Energy and the Coastal Conservation League do not oppose
this matter.

Based on the representations of Dominion and the acknowledgement and agreement of
counsel for the Solar Intervenors, I move that the Commission approve the revised Storage
Tariff.
